Tax $’s Back to You 

Dear Friend of Open Door Mission, 

 
As the end of the year approaches, many charitable organizations have no doubt al-

ready asked for you financial support.  This note is one of those appeals, but please 

read on. 

 
As someone acquainted with the Mission, you’re already well aware of the out-

standing outreach your support enables.  Whether it be through a warm meal or a 

warm bed, spiritual guidance or counseling.  Open Door meets people where they 

are, and gives them what they need to get back on their feet and move forward. 

But I’m writing you to share a little secret about giving to ODM I discovered by ac-
cident about a year ago. 

 

Contributions of $250 or more during the calendar year qualify for a Colorado Enter-

prise Zone Tax Credit of 25%.  So, in addition to the other favorable tax impacts of 

which you’re already aware, another 25% of your contribution comes back to you 
in the form of a credit on your Colorado State taxes. 

For someone who itemizes and is in the 25% Federal Tax Bracket, this actually 

means that most of you ODM contribution (about 55%) is returned to you via the 

various tax incentives that are available. 
 
As you consider your end of year giving, isn’t it exciting to know that, in a very tan-

gible way, your giving can go even farther than you might have realized?  Perhaps 

you can look at this as a way to increase your charitable contributions.
